Clutches no larger than 4.5” x 7.0”, clear tote (no larger than 12” x 6” x 12”), 1 gallon clear plastic storage bag,
clear drawstring bag (no larger than 12” x 12”), binoculars (without case), cameras (lenses no longer than 4”),
jackets, umbrellas, items related to a medical condition, empty water bottles, diaper bags (with child).

item deemed dangerous or inappropriate.
